In cadrul sedintei sale din 22 mai, Consiliul European a examinat tematica energeticd in

contextul relansarii economice a Uniunii. Astfel, au fost adoptate o serie de reglementari in patru
domenii, care vor permite consolidarea competitivitdtii UE si reducerea provocarii costurilor si
preturilor inalte in domeniu: finalizarea urgentd a unei piete energetice interne deplin functionale si
interconectate, facilitarea investitiilor necesare in domeniul energetic, diversificarea surselor de
provenienta a energiei si consolidarea eficientei energetice.

In acest context, cercetdrile in domeniul energetic vor fi orientate spre explorarea sinergiei cu
domeniul tehnologiilor informationale, printr-o coordonare mai eficientd intre statele membre, CE si
industrie, cit si elaborarea unei strategii de cercetare in domeniul energiei, in vederea atingerii unei
valori addugate veritabile la nivel de Uniune.

,Luna europeand a creierului” a scos in evidenta cercetarea si inovarea europeand in domeniul

neurostiintei, cognitiei si in domenii conexe prin intermediul a peste 50 de evenimente organizate in
intreaga Europd. Initiativa urmadreste sa valorifice cele mai recente realizari in acest domeniu, dar si
sa solicite un efort mai decisiv in vederea combaterii afectiunilor cerebrale.

Aproximativ 165 de milioane de europeni sunt susceptibili sd sufere de boli legate intr-o anumitd
forma de creier pe parcursul vietii. Pe masurd ce populatia imbatraneste, cu tot mai multe persoane
care suferd de Alzheimer si de alte afectiuni neurodegenerative sau psihice legate de imbatranire,
costurile de tratament riscd sa creascd puternic. Gasirea unor modalitati mai bune de prevenire si
tratare a afectiunilor cerebrale a devenit, prin urmare, o chestiune urgenta.

Bugetul UE a acordat peste 1,9 miliarde de euro pentru cercetarea in domeniul cerebral de la
inceputul actualului program-cadru al UE pentru cercetare, PC7 (2007-2013). Acesta a finantat 1.268
de proiecte avand 1.515 participanti din UE si din afara acesteia. Oportunitdti pentru cercetarea in
domeniul cerebral vor exista si in cadrul celor trei piloni ai programului ,Orizont 2020”, urmdtorul
program de cercetare si inovare al UE — ,excelenta stiintificd”, ,pozitia de lider in sectorul
industrial” si ,provocdri societale”. Provocarea legata de ,Sdndtate, schimbdrile demografice si
bunastare”, care va incerca sa imbunatateascd diagnosticarea, intelegerea si tratamentul bolilor, va
avea o importantd deosebita.

Programul ,Lunii europene a creierului” a cuprins peste 50 de evenimente privind creierul uman
de la conferinte, ateliere de lucru si intdlniri pana la scoli de vara si cursuri de predare. Sase dintre
aceste evenimente sunt organizate de presedintia irlandezda a UE. Comisia Europeand a organizat
doud conferinte importante, in data de 14 mai la Bruxelles, si — impreuna cu presedintia irlandezd a
UE — in perioada 27/28 mai la Dublin.

In discursul sdu cu ocazia Conferintei de la Dublin, comisarul european pentru cercetare,
inovare si stiintd dna Mdire Geoghegan-Quinn, a declarat cd bolile legate de creier sunt una dintre
cele mai mari provocadri societale cu care se confrunta societatea europeana, in jur de 165 de milioane
de europeni fiind afectati anual de aceste afectiuni. Costurile generate de aceste boli au constituit, in
2010, 800 miliarde euro.

Ninth International Workshop on HIV and Hepatitis Co-infection, Rome, Italy, 30/05/2013

With the success of antiretroviral therapy, HIV-infected patients are seeing improvement in longevity, only to be
challenged with the dangers and complications of additional viral infections. One can get some forms of viral
hepatitis the same way he gets HIV. Persons with HIV infection are disproportionately affected by viral hepatitis;
about one-third of them being co-infected with hepatitis B or hepatitis C, which can cause long-term (chronic)
illness, death and complicate the management of HIV infection. As a result, all persons living with HIV should be
tested for hepatitis B and hepatitis C by their doctors. Depending on the country, these patients can represent a
majority or a significant minority of the HIV patients under care. Although HIV/Hepatitis co-infection was a
small part of some major HIV conferences, there is a growing need among clinicians and researchers to focus on
this challenge.

The workshop will focus on developments in basic science, emerging therapies and clinical management. It will
emphasize translational research and best practices in the clinical management of Hepatitis and HIV co-
infection.
